Such City officers and employees may authorize deductions to be 

made from their base salary for the purpose of participating in such 

deferred compensation plan or plans. Such sums as are deposited by 

the City of Glendale into such plan or plans shall be invested in 

such manner as shall be lawful under the laws of the United States 

and of the State of California appli cable to the investment of 

deferred compensation plan funds and in effect at the time of the 

such investment. Each year hereafter, the plan or plans shall be 

authorized to accept the following deductions from employees' base 

salary in the following amounts: Designated employees represented 

by the Glendale Firefighters' Association, one percent (1%). 

The Director of Finance is hereby authorized and directed to 

establish all accounts made necessary to i mplement the provisions 

hereof, and to cause the deductions from base salary of , and in the 

amounts designated by the City officers and employees who elect to 

participate in such plan or plans. 

Participation in such plan or plans, and payment of benefits 

into such plan, shall be by separate and individual written 

agreement between each such eligible employee. 

SECTION 12: PROVISIONS SIMILAR TO PRIOR SALARY ORDINANCE-

CONSTRUCTION 

The provisions of this ordinance, so far as they are 
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" , 

substantially the same as the provisions of the former supplementary 

salary ordinance , must be construed as continuations thereof and not 

as original enactments . 

SECTION 13: COMPENSATION AND FRINGE BENEFITS UNDER MEMORANDUM OF 

UNDERSTANDING 

Except as herein provided , the compensation and other economic 

benefits provisions in the Memorandum of Understanding between the 

City of Glendale and the Glendale Firefighters ' Association entered 

into July 11 , 2006 , for the period commencing July 1 , 2006 and 

terminating on June 30, 2012 , are hereby adopted herein by reference 

as the ordinances implementing each of said Memorandum of 

Understanding , as if set forth in full and by this reference are 

made a part hereof. 

Any provision set forth in said Memorandum of 

Understanding which is inconsistent with any provision of this 

ordinance or the 

Glendale Municipal Code shall prevail and supersede the inconsistent 

provision of this ordinance or the Code. 

SECTION 14 : SEVERABILITY OF PARTS OF ORDINANCE 

It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Council that 

the sections , paragraphs , lines , sentences , clauses and phrases of 

this ordinance are severable , and if any phrase , clause , sentence , 

line , paragraph or section of this ordinance shal l be declared 

unconsti tutional by the valid judgment or decree of a court of 
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competent jurisdiction such unconstitutionality shall not affect any 

of the remain i ng phrases , clauses , sentences , lines , paragraphs and 

sections of this ordinance . 

SECTION 15 : URGENCY ORDINANCE 

This i s declared to be an urgency ordinance necessary to 

implement compensation and other changes effective June 1 , 2009 , 

pursuant to ex i sting Memorandum of Understanding and to provide 

certain compensation and benefits to employees. Failure to adopt 

this ordinance immediately will delay the implementation of benefits 

to these e mp l oyees and be inconsistent with the Memorandum of 

Understand i ng . 

SECTION 16 : EFFECTIVE DATE. 

This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force as of June 16 , 

2009. Any payment of compensation or benefits for sala r ied or 

hourly empl oyees between June 1 , 2009 and June 16 , 2009 , consistent 

with this ordinance is hereby ratified and approved .
